DARTMOUTH CRUSADERS SWIM CLUB (DCSC)

BY-LAWS
Article

1.0
Preamble

1.1 DCSC is a swim club registered with Swim Nova Scotia (SNS). DCSC is also registered under the Societies Act of Nova Scotia.

2.0 
General Definitions

2.1 In these By-laws:
(a) "Annual Meeting" means the general annual meeting of DCSC membership

(b) "Board" means the Board of Directors of DCSC;
(c) "Club" means DCSC;
(d) "Committee" means an ad hoc committee of DCSC;
(e) "Member in good standing" means DCSC member who supports the objectives of the Club and whose payments for registration and required fees are up to date as determined by the Board of Directors;
(f) "Special Resolution" means a resolution passed by a majority of the membership consisting of not less than three fourths of such members as are entitled to vote and are present at a general meeting for which notice has been duly given which specifies the intention to propose a special resolution; and,
(g)  "Swimmer" means a registered swimmer of DCSC.

3.0 
DCSC Membership
3.1. Swimmers. Persons who are registered and recorded by the Registrar as a "swimmer" are members of the Club.
3.2. Other Members. Persons who are a parent or guardian of a registered DCSC swimmer are members of the Club.
3.3. Cessation. Membership shall cease for a swimmer and related parent or guardian when the swimmer ceases to be registered.
3.4. Expelling. A member may be expelled with cause by a special resolution of the Board.
3.5. Membership Voting. When members are so invited, Club members in "good standing" have a right to vote at annual general meetings, board meetings or special meetings, or when so invited by any other special means as determined by the Board of Directors. Each member is entitled to cast a single vote for each resolution or decision requiring approval by vote.

4.0 DCSC Meetings of the Membership
4.1. Annual General Meeting. An annual meeting for the Club membership shall be held each year within 90 days of the end of the fiscal year. Notice of the meeting shall be given to members at least fourteen (14) days before the meeting either by written notice forwarded to the last registered address or by notice included in the official journal of the Club distributed in the usual manner to the Club membership.
4.2. Board Meetings. Board meetings shall be held on a regular basis to discuss club business. No less than six board meetings shall be held in any fiscal year. All Club members are entitled and encouraged to attend Board Meetings.
4.3. Special Meetings. A special meeting may be called at any time by the Club President or at the request of not less than three Board members or at the written request of no less than ten members of the Club. The purpose of the meeting must be stated and 24 hours notice must be given.
4.4. Quorum. Formal Club business may not be conducted at annual, board or special meetings when such meetings are attended by less than a quorum. A quorum shall consist of no less than one half of the Board members. Annual meetings shall not be conducted with less than ten members in attendance.
5.0 Directors
5.1. DCSC Board of Directors. The Board shall consist of the Executive and other Board members deemed to be necessary by the Executive or membership in order to properly conduct the business of the Club.
5.2. The Executive. The Club Executive shall consist of six (6) officers: the President, Vice President Administration, Vice President Finance, Vice President Competition, Treasurer, and Recording Secretary and who should be elected or reconfirmed for continuation by the membership at each annual meeting.
5.3. Executive Responsibilities. The executive shall undertake such duties as instructed by the membership, provided that the Recording Secretary shall keep accurate minutes of all Club meetings and the Treasurer shall keep financial records as are required to be kept by the Club and Societies Act.
5.4. Precedence of Instruction. Where the executive officers have been instructed to undertake duties by the membership at a duly called meeting, this instruction will take precedence over any conflicting instruction provided by the Board or member of the Club.
6.0 
Committees

6.1. The Board may appoint special or ad hoc committees and define their duties as deemed necessary.

6.2. Fund-raising Committee. A standing committee devoted to the processes of fund-raising should be maintained by the Club.
7.0 
Auditors
7.1. At each annual meeting the membership shall appoint auditors to examine all books, vouchers, and accounts of the Club and shall report the results of such previous examination at each annual meeting.
8.0 
Seal

8.1. The Club may have a common seal to be kept by the Secretary and to be affixed only after a resolution of the Board authorizing the use of the seal.
9.0 
Fees
9.1. The Board may establish such membership and other fees as it deems appropriate for the proper running of the Club provided that the user to which the fees are required is specified at the time the fees are set and provided that the use is not varied except by the resolution of the Board after the notification of the proposed variation to the Club in the usual manner.
10.0 
Fiscal Year
10.1. The fiscal year shall begin on the first day of September and end on the thirty-first day of August of the calendar year following.
11.0 
Amendment
11.1. These by-laws may only be amended by a special resolution and after fourteen days written notice of the proposed amendment is given to each member at the member's last registered address or by notice included in the official journal of the Club distributed in the usual manner to the members of the Club.
